Thomas Jefferson said, "The God who gave us life, gave us liberty at the same time." As we repeat the Pledge of Allegiance, remember that our flag is a symbol of this precious liberty. 
We have good government only when we, the People of the United States of America, play an active part in making it good. Let us say our Pledge with that in mind. 
The greatest public document of the American people is the Constitution of the United States. Our flag represents our constitution in action. 
Old Glory - 13 Stripes and 50 Stars ...This can only refer to our American flag.  Let us remember the history behind those stars and stripes as we say the Pledge of Allegiance. 
As we salute the flag, let's remember the words from the American Creed: 
It is my duty to my country:
To love it,
To support its Constitution,
To obey its Laws,
To respect its Flag and 
To defend it against all enemies, both foreign and domestic."
The red in our flag stands for courage and bravery.  Today as we salute our flag, remember our men and women in the Armed Forces who are serve our country, both at home and abroad.   Our flag is bright with cheer, brilliant with courage, and firm with faith.  
In the pledge, there is no comma between the words "one nation" and “under God”. The concept of "One Nation Under God" is a precious thing. To weaken it with an unwanted comma or pause changes the original intent.  Let's say the Pledge correctly. 
In the folds of our flag are enshrined every ideal, hope, and opportunity made possible because someone who cared about the next generation has lived.  We warm ourselves by fires we didn’t build, and enjoy houses in cities we didn’t construct.  Let us say the Pledge of Allegiance, remembering those who did.
